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PSYC 703: Advanced Psychological Assessment – Tyrone Donnon, PhD (professor)


The use of testing instruments in assessing personal characteristics and for treatment planning will be the major focus of this course. Learners will be expected to assimilate psychosocial, cognitive and achievement measures with the intent of performing appraisals of individuals in social and clinical settings. Psychological assessment, psychometrics and consultation processes will be emphasized in this course. 

PSYC 707: Research Methods – Claudio Violato, PhD (professor)


Topics in this course will include philosophy of science, ethical issues in research with human subjects, hypothesis formulation, experimental designs, measurement, descriptive designs and the analysis of and interpretation of data. The importance of applying research methods to clinical, medical and educational settings will be brought to the forefront.
